ELIGIBILITY
Entries are open to amateur golfers who were female at birth, who will not reach their
19th birthday by midnight of September 1 of the tournament year, who are in good
standing with the MWGA, who have not played on a college golf team, and who are
permanent Minnesota residents.

FIELD LIMITATION
The field will be limited to the first 100 team entries received.  Ties for the last position
will be settled by a blind draw.  

Applicants may substitute one player for another prior to the tournament deadline by
withdrawing the original application and reapplying.  After the tournament deadline,
player substitution may occur by submitting a new entry form.  The substituted player
must have a handicap equal to or greater than the lower handicap of the twosome and
must meet all eligibility requirements.  Substitutions must be received in the MWGA
office two business days before the start of the tournament.

TOURNAMENT FORMAT
FLIGHTS
Teams having a player with a handicap index of 8.9 or less or whose average score is 82 or less shall
play in the Championship Flight from the MWGA blue tee markers. Other teams may qualify for the
Championship Flight, subject to The Committee’s approval.  All other teams shall be placed in
flights according to the lower handicap index or the lower average score of the two players and shall
play from the white tee markers.  The difference between the two team members’ individual
handicap indexes may not exceed 10.0.

CHAMPION
The Champion shall be the team in the Championship Flight having the lowest gross better ball
stroke play score for 18 holes.  Any tie shall be played off immediately in a unit of three holes.  If
the teams are still tied, there shall be a sudden death play-off until the Champion is determined.
Ties in all other flights will be determined by matching scorecards in accordance with the MWGA’s
Tournament Prizes policy posted on the web site.

TROPHIES AND PRIZES
Each member of the Champion team will be presented a trophy which will be in her possession for
the ensuing year with the stipulation that the trophy shall remain in the State of Minnesota.

Medals shall be awarded as determined by The Committee in accordance  with the MWGA’s
Tournament Prizes policy posted on the web site.

Tournament entries are subject to approval or rejection at any time (either before or during the
tournament) by The Committee at its discretion.  All play is in accordance with the USGA Rules of
Golf.  All decisions by The Committee in any matter concerning this tournament shall be final.

STARTING TIMES will be mailed to the entrants and posted on the web site by the Tuesday
preceding the tournament.
